One-Week Skill Development training on UI/UX Design with Generative Al was successfully
conducted from 23rd February to 27th February 2026. This program was organized by the Department

Course Schedule and Session Details

Day 01: Introduction to UI/UX Design

The first day focused on introducing the fundamentals of UI (User Interface) and UX (User Experience)
design. Participants learned the core principles of UI/UX, the distinction between Ul and UX, user-centered
design concepts, and the importance of UI/UX in building successful digital products. The session also
covered various professional roles and career profiles in the UX industry, helping students understand
industry expectations and opportunities.

Day 02: Designvio’s UI/UX Design Process

On the second day, the resource persons explained Designvio’s professional UI/UX workflow. The session
covered user research techniques, personas, empathy mapping, user journey mapping, wireframing, and
design validation methods. Emphasis was placed on understanding user needs and applying research-driven
design approaches in real-world scenarios.

Day 03: Understanding Figma Al Tool and UI Design

The third day introduced students to modern design tools and visual design concepts. Participants learned
to use Figma Make (Al Tool) for intelligent UI design, along with concepts of Ul components, auto-layout,
styles, and design systems. The session also focused on visual design principles and user interface
aesthetics. Collaborative design practices and Al-powered assistance were demonstrated through live
examples.

Day 04: Hands-On Practical and Project Building

Day four was dedicated to hands-on activities and project development. Students worked individually and
in teams to apply UI/UX concepts learned during previous sessions. They designed wireframes, UI screens,
and interactive prototypes, culminating in the development of a mini UI/UX design project under expert
guidance.

Day 05: Project Presentation, Team Showcase and Feedback

On the final day, student teams presented their mini projects, explaining design decisions, workflows, and
user experience strategies. The projects were evaluated by the resource persons, followed by constructive
feedback. The session concluded with a team showcase, prize distribution, and guidance for future
learning and skill enhancement.
